Engineered wetland technologies provide a triple bottom line: bene�ting 
the environment and community while being economically competitive.

Wetland technologies mimic the functionality of natural wetlands and 
estuaries to remove toxins and pollutants from wastewater and stormwater
sources, which prevents pollution and produces resources. The  natural 
systems technologies can be designed to accelerate these remediation 
processes through various engineering techniques, allowing for a small 
treatment footprint to produce water for reuse.
